CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Gayle Ralston called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.

d.  Introduction of Ordinance 17-10: a code ordinance enacting a three percent (3%) Sales Tax on Raw Seafood Product by adding a New Chapter 3.22, ‘Sales Tax on Raw Seafood Product’ to the Kotzebue Municipal Code (KMC)

A motion was made by Councilor Greene, seconded by Councilor Nelson to introduce Ordinance 17-10.

Councilor Tekker asked that the ordinance be highlighted for everyone.  City Manager Shawn Gilman stated that a fish tax is imposed by the State of Alaska for any processing that is done.  She explained that the State of Alaska collects fisheries tax which is then distributed through a shared revenue program.  The City of Kotzebue should be receiving a portion of this fisheries tax that is paid by the participants.
